ATTENTION PARENTS:

Please find enclosed all of the paperwork that is required by the LHSAA for your child to be eligible to play sports in Louisiana.  It is very important that all forms and all sections are filled out completely.  If any form is missing signatures, dates or information, we will be required to return the forms to you delaying your child’s ability to participate in practice or games.  Social Security numbers are required for registering your child with the LHSAA, and a birth certificate must be kept in each athlete’s athletic file as well as in his main school file.  Beginning in 2011, completion of the Parent and Student-Athlete Concussion Statement is required by the State of Louisiana.  Please contact Claire Coutrado at

1. LHSAA Medical History Evaluation 

The top of this form is to be filled out by parents and the bottom is to be filled out by the physician conducting the physical.  Parents please note that the section titled Waiver Form must be completed and signed by you.  This section is easily overlooked.
2. LHSAA Substance Abuse/Misuse Contract and Consent Form  

This form must be signed and dated by both the student and a parent or guardian.
3. LHSAA - Athletic Participation and Parental Permission Form

Part I – Please fill out in entirety and have student sign.

Read eligibility requirements to make sure that none of the rules disqualifies your child.

4. St. Paul’s School – Emergency Information

It is important that we have this form completed so that we can contact you if your child is injured while under our care.  It also gives us permission to have your child treated if immediate attention is needed before you are available.
5. LHSAA Parent and Student-Athlete Concussion Statement

Due to the passing of The Louisiana Youth Concussion Act in 2011, all parents and students are required to read the enclosed Concussion Fact Sheets and complete the concussion statement annually with initials on each line and signatures at the bottom of the page.  This is a state law and is required for all sports whether LHSAA or not.

6. Birth Certificate   

If your child is playing sports at St. Paul’s for the first time, please supply a birth certificate to complete his eligibility packet.
